Transactions & Determinations:


Mr. Brian Baik opened the meeting by discussing the following items:

· Passenger statistics for August 2006 are down by 6.21% over August of 2005.

Ground Transportation Office – Old Business Report:

· The new taxi holding area has been completed. We are now waiting for the lights to be installed, which should hopefully occur within the next couple weeks. Mr. Baik stated that he hopes to relocate the taxicabs from Lot 5C to the new lot (located south of Lot 5A) as soon as possible before the colder weather settles in.

· The Ground Transportation Office, in coordination with the Security/Badging Office, has completed the process of issuing the new taxi ID badges to all taxicab drivers. Drivers will now have to display their new IDs on their clothing and inside of the vehicle at all times, as well as a current vehicle permit on their windshield for the taxi starters to see. No fares will be given to any driver that does not have their IDs displayed or a current permit pass on their vehicle. There is a late non-refundable penalty fee of $25.00 for taxi ID badges issued after September 29, 2006.

· Mr. Baik stated that all documents are officially complete in order to begin the construction of the new taxi starter booth. Big Enterprises will build the booth and will later deliver the booth on a flatbed to its designated spot here at the airport. The new booth will be located in Terminal A, in front of the Southwest baggage claim area. This will allow taxicabs to have the first spots along the inner curb and this will also help eliminate taxicabs from skipping the line due to the booth’s relocation (more visible to see violators, etc). 

Standard Parking/R & G Services – New Business Report:

· Mr. Mike Skeggs, Standard Parking, stated that it was a steady holiday weekend. A few of the long term surface lots were filled. Mr. Skeggs informed us that Standard Parking has completed the installation of the new fluorescent light fixtures in the garage. The new light fixtures provide better lighting and helps save energy. 

· Mr. David Levine, R & G Services, stated that the two new buses that were ordered are scheduled for delivery early next week. Mr. Levine also mentioned that there is a Connecticut conference on alternative fuels in November at Mohegan Sun that he plans on attending. 

· Mr. Levine informed everyone that the black ribbons currently found on each bus are in remembrance of an employee that had recently passed away.  

Ground Transportation & Taxi Coordinator – New Business Report:

· Ms. Lisa DeLeo, ShuttlePort, was not in attendance. Mr. Baik spoke in Ms. DeLeo’s behalf by briefly going over the next steps of construction for the new taxi starter booth, which will include the pouring of the concrete pad in front of the Southwest baggage area. Mr. Baik also stated that the new policy of taxicab drivers displaying their IDs at all times to the taxi starters has been going well. The fares from the queue line were down 6.22% in September 2006 as compared to September 2005. 

· Mr. Baik informed everyone about the mandatory meeting for all rental car agencies that will be held at 10:00 a.m. on Wednesday, October 18, 2006, in the Administration Conference Room, located on the 3rd floor in Terminal A. The meeting will discuss important issues concerning shuttle bus operations. 

 Other Business Reports:

· Sgt. Bill Onusko, Troop W, stated that arrows and cones have been placed along Schoephoester Road to help stop drivers from driving on the wrong side of the road. 

· Mr. Bryce Kent, Hertz, stated that it was a very slow weekend for Hertz. He was curious to find out why the numbers were so low. Mr. Baik informed him that since the passenger statistics have been low, this will most likely affect the rental car agencies’ numbers as well. 

Security:

· Same security rules remain in effect.  No vehicles allowed left unattended at curbside.  Load and go operations in tunnels for authorized, permitted vehicles only. 

· All vehicles are subject to inspection.
